MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL Thursday, February 4, 2016 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Council Member met in Regular Session Thursday, February 4, 2016 at 6:00pm, all were present.
Council Member Bergeron led Prayer and Pledge.

Council Member Montoucet motioned to accept Regular Minutes of January 7, 2016 as written.  Seconded by Council Member Hollier, motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Morrison revealed an example of a Memorial Sign in Honor of Mr. Paul Begnaud, on the corner of St. Mary and Delhomme Street.  Mr. Paul knew no stranger.  Mr. Paul inherited Pie Day from his mother who inherited from her mother Paul grandmother who began the tradition 100 years ago. An average of 100 sweet pies lined the tables, counters, and any other flat space available in Begnaud home on Holy Thursday each year for the entire day.  Mr. Paul Begnaud’s front door is open to anyone looking for fellowship, coffee, and all the pie you can eat. 
Morrison stated that Lafayette Parish Library purchased property on Apollo Road Extension and Old Spanish Trail Road to build a new Library. Mr. Pat Logan Comp Plan Facilitator stated that the addresses in that area would be changed starting from the round-a-about going south, Mr. Logan stated a meeting would be held Monday, February 22, 2016 at 6:00pm to discuss changes.
Proclamation – “SATS Senior Football Team Day” No one showed up.
Council Member Richard motioned to table Ordinance 2015-21 An Ordinance fixing the rates to be charged for water and sewage pursuant to sec. 38-22 of the Scott Municipal Code. Attorney Babin stated that he spoke to Lafayette about the wholesale water agreement. Babin stated that Lafayette would not agree lower the increase but agreed to do the increase in a 2-year phase, 12 percent 1st year, and 11 percent in the 2nd year. Mayor stated that he would set up a meeting to see why the rate increase so much. Council Member Montoucet seconded the motion, carried unanimously.
Council Member Richard motioned to adopt Ordinance #2016-1 An Ordinance amending appendix C – schedule of fines and penalties of the Scott Municipal Code.   Seconded by Council Member Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Council Member Richard motioned to appoint Mr. Norwood Menard to the Police Civil Service Board Member. Mr. Menard will be replacing Mr. Jimmy Credreu.  Attorney Babin swore in Mr. Menard.  Motion was seconded by Council Member Carola, motion carried unanimously.
Council Member Hollier motioned to adopt Resolution #2016-2, A Resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute a contract between the City of Scott and Vegetation Management Specialist, Inc. for the Bermuda Release Program for drainage laterals for the Years 2016 through 2020.  Attorney Babin stated that it was a 5 years contract.  Seconded by Council Member Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Council Member Richard motioned to adopt Resolution #2015-19, A Resolution of the governing body of the City of Scott, authorizing the execution and delivery of a master lease and supplement no. 480818-100 thereto with respect to the leasing and financing of certain equipment for the public benefit; authorizing the execution and delivery of documents required in connection therewith; and authorizing the taking of all other actions necessary to the consummation of the transactions contemplated by this resolution.  Seconded by Council Member Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Council Member Carola introduced Ordinance #2016-2 An Ordinance amending the City of Scott Land Use Map. Ordinance will be up for adoption at the next regular schedule Council Meeting.
Approval of Bid for Boudin Festival Parking Lot.  Mayor Morrison stated that the title for Item #7 was wrong it should read Blacktop on shoulder of Lions Club Road Park. Engineer Mark Savoy accepts bid for Pave Parking for the park and recommended bid to be award to Cecil Perry Construction.  Council Member Montoucet motioned to accept Engineer Savoy recommendation, seconded by Council Member Carola, motion carried unanimously.
Council Member Bergeron motioned to adopt Resolution #2016-3, A Resolution authorizing the Mayor execute an amendment no. 1 to the intergovernmental agreement between Lafayette City-Parish Consolidated Government and the City of Scott for the Landry Road widening project.  Seconded by Council Member Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Rich Hanf requested a Variance to City of Scott Code of Ordinance Sec. 4-48, for Fright Trail on 5305 Cameron Road.  Mr. Hanf stated that it would be the same as the year before.  Council Member Montoucet motioned to give Variance to Ordinance Sec.4-48 for 5305 Cameron Road Fright Trail.  Seconded by Council Member Carola, Council Member Hollier voted no, motion carried by majority.  Mr. Hanf presented an article from the Advertiser Ms. Deborah Leblanc author and Literacy Inc organization donated to Comeaux and Acadiana High School 400 iNova Tablets computes and backpacks with funds collected from the annual haunted attraction Fright Trail. Ms. Leblanc wants to help encourage students to enhance their education especially their literacy skills.
Mr. Charles Comeaux requested a Variance to City of Scott Code of Ordinance Sec. 4-48, for 1514 Westgate Road.  Mr. Comeaux stated that he would like to open a restaurant and naming it, Bonzo’s Sport Shack it will be family oriented and kid friendly.  Council Member Montoucet motioned to give a Variance to Ordinance Sec.4-48 to sell Alcohol on the premises of 1514 Westgate Road.  Seconded by Council Member Carola, motion carried unanimously.
